SUBSTANCE USE AND DOMESTIC VIOLENCE WEBPAGE

Millions of women experience domestic violence, which is most prevalent among
women of reproductive age. Alcohol use and other substance use disorders are
often underdiagnosed in women, regardless of age, race, ethnicity and
socioeconomic status.

ACOG and the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services recommend all
women coming into prenatal care or accessing healthcare should be screened for
a substance use disorder and domestic violence.
